Her list is small, focusing on only half a dozen growers, but the wines are intelligently chosen and a welcome antidote to the dilute, sugary flavours of most mainstream German wine.”

In The Guardian, Malcolm Gluck, reporting on a wine trade fair, also commended on The WineBarn. “Hundreds of bottles passed my nose. None impressed me more,” he wrote, hailing two in particular as “an astonishing mouthful”.
