All have large pools and many areas for reading, relaxing, sunbathing or simply gazing at the spectacular views. Several have private spa areas and each it’s private butler, Mr. Friday.

Taking its commitment to the environment one pioneering step further, Six Senses has built an Eco Villa at Soneva Kiri, showcasing futuristic environmental technology. The villa is made from local, non-toxic materials and powered totally (including its air-conditioning and plasma TV screen) by sunshine and water.

Each villa has its own battery powered buggy, as well as bicycles, for guests to visit all the attractions on the island. Perhaps to the Six Senses Spa, where expert therapists perform a wide range of wellness, holistic, rejuvenating and relaxing treatments. Or to the Den, to drop off the children into their own private Lemony Snicket fantasy land - a ‘Mantra Ray’, hovering in the trees, with its own drawbridge - operated from inside - and all sorts of (supervised) playtime wonders. Then there are the idyllic beaches, with snorkeling, diving, sailing, wind-surfing and boat trips on Six Senses classically inspired motorboat, Aquasense. South Beach, has a Six Senses Snack Bar, with wood fired ovens and pit cooking, served in sunken seats in the sand.

Having spent ten years at Soneva Fushi, Khun Benz has returned to her homeland and her own named restaurant, Benz’s, built on stilts over a mangrove forest. It’s accessible by boat only and serves simply what Khun Benz feels like cooking that day - whatever her choice, it is arguably the best Thai food in all of Thailand. Senses With A View, offers a wider choice of fine dining, with a daily changing menu, reflecting the tradition of slow-food and organic ingredients either grown or caught locally. The Dining Room, with relaxed day beds and overwhelming views, serves Thai and Mediterranean inspired food, freshly cooked in its tandoor, wood-fired, or hot and cold smoke ovens. The round glass, Gourmet Room, has an extraordinary range of cold cuts, cheeses and other deli offerings – perfect with a glass of wine. And not forgetting sweet treats, the Ice Cream Parlour has over 60 different ice-creams and sorbets and the Chocolate Room, every chocolatey treat imaginable, from brownies to bon-bons and even slivers from 95% cocoa slabs for that sophisticated chocoholic palate.

And to drink? Well, the subterranean, climatically controlled wine cellar has over 500 labels, with a sommelier to help your choice and offer tastings. The Six Senses Bar, mixes cocktails, short and long, cold and clear, as the sun sets slowly over the deserted island across the sea and the Brown and White Bars, make the choice of spirit, just that bit easier.

Perhaps best of all is Tree Pod Dining. A table for four, inside a wood and rattan pod, with open sides which is raised tree-top high in the sky, for one of the most memorable dinner parties ever.       Follow this with some star gazing at Soneva Kiri’s observatory, or some star gazing at Cinema Paradiso - the out-door movie screen, playing the classics and you really do have a night to remember.
